by the Contractor or their employees, including losses, expenses or damages sustained by Randolph
County or Randolph County officials (including the County Manager, the Board of Commissioners, as
well as Randolph County officers, agents, and employees) from any and all such losses, expenses,
damages, demands and claims.

If the dispute is not
resolved through the Project Manager s instructions, then the dispute is
eligible for mediation through the Formal Dispute Resolution Process, and
the party may submit their written request for mediation to Randol ph County
Government.

B. If the party requesting mediation is a subcontractor, it must first have
submitted its claim for mediation to the Prime Contractor with whom the
subcontractor has acontract. If the dispute is not resolved through the Prime
Contractor s involvement, then the dispute is eligible for mediation in the
Formal Dispute Resolution Process, and the subcontractor may submit its
written request for mediation to Randol ph County Government.

Nothing herein is intended to limit or prevent the parties from engaging in settlement procedures
voluntarily at any time prior to or during commencement of the dispute resolution process.

TERMINATION FOR CAUSE: Randolph County reserves the right to terminate this contract at
anytime for cause.

AUTHORIZIED PERSONNEL: During the construction and landscaping phases, only authorized
employees of the Contractor are allowed at the work site located at 504 West Brower Avenue in Liberty,
NC while the work is being performed. During the performance of these services, employees of the
Contractor are not to be accompanied in the work area by acquaintances, family members, associates or
any other person(s) who are not a current, authorized employee(s) of the Contractor.

EMPLOYEE GUIDELINES: The Contractor shall use only qualified personnel to provide the required

services. The Contractor shall be responsible for insuring that employees abide by all rules and
regulations set forth for the buildings and grounds.
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SECTION VI SAFETY:

SAFETY: The Contractor and any persons employed by the Contractor shall be required to adhere to all
OSHA requirements and regulations that apply while performing any part of the work listed under the
title Scope of Work .

Contractor shall perform work as needed and necessary to protect the general public from hazards.

The Contractor shall furnish al labor, materials, tools, equipment, and perform all work and services
necessary for, or incidental to, the furnishing, installation and completion of the operations in connection
with excavation, construction, rough grading, finish site grading and disposal of excess material as
specified in accordance with provisions of the contract documents and completely coordinate with that of
all other trades.

Work included within the project consists of but is not limited to the following:

Specifications for Road and Structure, latest edition.

SUBMITTALS

A. Job-Mix Designs. Certifications, by authorities having jurisdiction, of approval of each job
mix proposed for the work.

B. Materiad Certificates: Certificates signed by manufacturers certifying that each material
complies with requirements.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Instdler Qualifications: Engage an experienced installer who has completed hot-mix asphalt
paving similar in material, design, and extent to that indicated for this Project and with a
record of successful in-service performance.

B. Manufacturer Qualifications: Engage a firm experienced in manufacturing hot-mix asphalt
similar to that indicated for this Project and with a record of successful in-service performance.

A. Verify that subgradeisdry and in suitable condition to support paving and imposed |oads.

B. Proof-roll subbase using heavy, pneumatic-tired rollers to locate areas that are unstable or that
require further compaction.

C. Notify County in writing of any unsatisfactory conditions. Do not begin paving installation
until these conditions have been satisfactorily corrected.
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SURFACE PREPARATION

A. General: Immediately before placing asphalt materias, remove loose and deleterious material
from substrate surfaces. Ensure that prepared subgrade is ready to receive paving.

1. Sweep loose granular particles from surface of unbound-aggregate base course. Do not
dislodge or disturb aggregate embedded in compacted surface of base course.

2. Repair any damaged areas of base course (HB asphalt) and/or stone base prior to
installation of surface course (1-2).

C. Prime Coat: Apply uniformly over surface of compacted-aggregate base at a rate of 0.15 to
0.50 gal./sg.yd. (0.7 to 2.3 L/sg.m.). Apply enough material to penetrate and seal, but not
flood, surface.

1. Protect primed substrate from damage until ready to receive paving.

HOT-MIX ASPHALT PLACING

A. Machine place hot-mix asphalt mix on prepared surface, spread uniformly, and strike off.
Place asphalt mix by hand to areas inaccessible to equipment in a manner that prevents
segregation of mix. Place each course to required grade, cross section, and thickness, when
compacted.

1. Place hot-mix asphalt base course in single lift.

2. Place hot-mix asphalt surface coursein single lift.

1. After first strip has been placed and rolled, place succeeding strips and extend rolling
to overlap previous strips. Complete asphalt base course for a section before placing
asphalt surface course.

C. Promptly correct surface irregularities in paving course behind paver. Use suitable hand tools
to remove excess material forming high spots. Fill depressions with hot-mix asphalt to prevent
segregation of mix; use suitable hand tools to smooth surface.

JOINTS

A. Construct joints to ensure continuous bond between adjoining paving sections. Construct
joints free of depressions with same texture and smoothness as other sections of hot-mix
asphalt course.

COMPACTION

A. General: Begin compaction as soon as placed hot-mix paving will bear roller weight without
excessive displacement. Compact hot-mix paving with hot, hand tampers or vibratory-plate
compactors in areas inaccessible to rollers.

1. Complete compaction before mix temperature cools to 185 deg F (85 deg C).
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B. Breakdown Rolling: Accomplish breakdown or initial rolling immediately after rolling joints
and outside edge. Examine surface immediately after breakdown rolling for indicated crown,
grade, and smoothness. Repair surfaces by loosening displaced material, filling with hot-mix
asphalt, and rerolling to required elevations.

C. Intermediate Rolling: Begin intermediate rolling immediately after breakdown rolling, while
hot-mix asphalt is still hot enough to achieve specified density. Continue rolling until hot-mix
asphalt course has been uniformly compacted to the following density:

1. Average Density: 96 percent of reference laboratory density according to ASTM D
1559, but not less than 94 percent nor greater than 100 percent.

D. Finish Rolling: Finishroll paved surfaces to remove roller marks while hot-mix asphalt is still
warm.

E. Edge Shaping: While surface is being compacted and finished, trim edges of pavement to
proper alignment. Bevel edges while still hot, with back of rake or smooth iron. Compact
thoroughly using tamper or other satisfactory method.

F. Repairs. Remove paved areas that are defective or contaminated with foreign materials.
Remove paving course over area affected and replace with fresh, hot-mix asphalt. Compact by
rolling to specified density and surface smoothness.

G. Protection: After final rolling, do not permit vehicular traffic on pavement until it has cooled
and hardened.

H. Erect barricades to protect paving from traffic until mixture has cooled enough not to become
marked.

INSTALLATION TOLERANCES

A. Thickness. Compact each course to produce the thickness indicated within the following
tolerances:

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SECTION XI -- EROSION CONTROL, SEEDING, and MULCH _--
SPECIFICATIONS:

PART 1 GENERAL

The Contractor shall furnish al labor, materials, tools, equipment, and perform all work and services
necessary for or incidental to the furnishing and installation complete of al Erosion Control, Seeding and
Mulch construction as specified, in accordance with provisions of the contract documents and completely
coordinated with that of al other trades.

Although such work is not specifically shown or specified, al supplementary or miscellaneous items,
appurtenances, and devices incidenta to or necessary for a sound, secure and complete installation shall
be furnished and installed as part of this work.

PART 2 QUALITY STANDARDS

The contractor shall utilize the best materials available and shall complete all work in accordance with
Department of Transportation, Sedimentation and Pollution Control Act and these specifications.

PART 3 SUBMITTALS

The Contractor shall submit data on the suppliers of al materias to be used in this project, germination
results, seed content, etc.

PART 4 PRODUCT DELIVERY, STORAGE and HANDLING

Units shall be delivered and stored in a manner to provide full protection to all materials until ready to
use.

PART 5 JOB CONDITIONS

Verify suitability and condition of all areas to receive seeding and mulch.

PART 6 EROSION CONTROL GENERAL

Contractor shall take all precautions to avoid excessive siltation of nearby watercourses during the
construction of this project.
